
Section VIII - Viewing Skylark Content from Your Computer

Last year, @alberto developed a very useful HTML program that allows your computer's web
browser to pull data from the Skylark program running on your Dreamcatcher.  Here is what the
HTML program looks like pulling data off a Dreamcatcher connected to a local WiFi router at
address 192.168.0.213

You would  create the following HTML program for  your  own device  if  your  Dreamcatcher's IP
address was 192.168.0.213.  To personalize it even more, you could add other Content such as the
VOA News Briefs from home:////downloads/uploads using the same format.  The section at the top
pulling Weather data has a set of orthographic numbers -76.56,38.55,3048 which identifies your
physical location on Earth (-76.56 is a West Longitude, 38.55 is a North Latitude being Washington,
DC) and magnification (3048) of the weather data you'll see. If you reduce the magnification from
3048 to a lower number, such as 1048, you zoom out.  A magnification of 3048 is the closest you
can zoom in.  If you were in Paris, you would set the orthographic numbers to 2.35,48.86 (Paris'
Longitude of 2.35 East and Latitude of 48.86).
